The School of Nursing prepares individuals to begin a rewarding career
in nursing. The U.S. Department of Labor Statistics has indicated that
more than half a million new nurses will be needed to replace those
who leave the profession through 2024. CSU's School of Nursing has
highly qualified faculty, low clinical teaching instructor-to-student ratio,
technology & media equipped classrooms & campus lab, and authentic
hands-on experiences. Many of our professors still practice what they
teach, so they are able to create a relevant nursing curriculum.
